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0.00 The dominant is close to the transparent box, where a slice of banana has been placed in the middle and is visible to both individuals.
0.12-0.21 The dominant tries to open the box, but she doesn’t manage to do it because she doesn’t know how to remove the peg (the peg is placed on the corner of the box which is closer to the experimenter, on the right side when watching the video).
0.23 The dominant leaves the box without having managed to retrieve the food.
0.27 The subordinate approaches the box.
0.29-0.31 The subordinate removes the peg by simply pulling it downwards. 
0.32 After the peg has been pulled downwards, the lateral lids of the box are free to slide toward the experimenter. 

0.33 As a consequence, the lateral sides become open and the subordinate can retrieve the food inside the box.

Note that the lateral lid close to the peg is longer than the opposite one. The different length of the lids gives a slight disadvantage to the subordinate, who is the only one skilled to pull the peg downwards and thus has to be on that side when opening the box. If the subordinate tries to open the box when the dominant is also close to it, the dominant’s lateral side will be open and the food will be accessible slightly before the subordinate’s one. Consequently, the subordinate cannot take the risk to open the box and simply try and be quicker than the dominant, but she really has to inhibit opening the box when the dominant is also close to it.  
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
